I am writing to you to remind you about the new administrative structure that the University is 
introducing.  As I reported in my email in December, there will be a restructuring of the 
School Offices, to form a new Student and Programmes Centre. 
 
The new Student and Programmes Centre will come into being on 22 February and will 
support the new School for Undergraduate Studies and the new Graduate School.  It will 
replace the existing School Offices. 
   
I believe that our students have received very good support from the current School Offices 
over the years.  The establishment of the Student and Programmes Centre will build on this 
by enabling staff to share good practice and to work together to improve processes.  This will 
help to ensure that all students receive an excellent and consistent service from the 
administration.
