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This presentation will report on a project in the Sheffield area in which lay volunteers contributed to developing a range of e-learning materials.  The lay volunteers all had experiences as patients with coronary heart disease.  During carefully focused individual and group interviews the volunteers provided video recordings of themselves talking about aspects of their experience.  The resulting video clips were converted and edited into about 120 short Quick Time movies.  A range of e-learning materials were then built around these very focused clips of patient experiences to enable learning about symptoms, diagnosis, treatments and many other aspects of heart disease.  Examples of these materials will be shown during the presentation.  The e-learning materials we developed have now been successfully piloted within a post registration multi-disciplinary course about secondary prevention of CHD.  This distance learning course used a blend of learning media built around patient experiences including a CD Rom package and paper workbooks.  The presentation will also report on the student and lecturer experiences of using the e-learning materials and consider issues for future development.
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
