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Problem Based Learning is an approach to teaching and learning in which learners work through a client orientated puzzle (Glen & Wilkie, 2000).   However, this learning takes place outside the clinical area and despite the orientation of the puzzle, learners must still make links between theory and ‘real’ clients themselves.  The MOLT is a Multi-media On-Line Town, which aims, to bring ‘theoretical’ learning one step closer to clients and therefore to ‘practice’.  When navigating within this town, which is occupied by fictional characters, learners are exposed to a multi-dimensional and contextualised client experience.  In addition, content of the MOLT includes: Social Work, Nursing and GP notes; links to external websites; video clips, telephone conversations and character’s personal accounts. Authorship of content includes work by: practitioners, learners, clients and various academic staff. 

The first uses of this town took place on the RN/DipHE and BSc Social Work at Wolverhampton in 2003, and the impacts of this use, on 20 educators, is discussed.  It is argued that the MOLT enables most educators to work more effectively with adult learners by taking a more dynamic, learner centred and ‘holistic’ approach to weaving theory and practice. As a consequence, educators are able to creatively align themselves more congruently with their convictions.  In addition, the probable consequence of the above shift is that these educators will, (even) more adequately, model the behaviours, skills, attitudes and beliefs desirable within professional education (Bandura,1977), (Melia, 1983).  Subsequent embedding and use of the MOLT within several other professional courses (such as Law, Pharmacy and Complementary Therapies), is also outlined. 
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
