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The project will build upon the work of the ‘Exchange for Learning - Survey Data in Teaching’ project run by the UK Data Archive (http://x4l.data-archive.ac.uk/report/) and funded by the Joint Information Systems Committee for Higher Education (JISC). 

X4L (SDiT) provided an exemplar and tools for the easy use of real and complex government data sources in further education at A level. The exemplar project was based on a crime narrative and data from the British Crime Survey.

This project proposes to develop the X4L exemplar for higher education in Health Sciences, initially at M level, using a narrative based on the social distributions of risk factors for coronary heart disease (CHD) and using data from the 2002 Health Survey for England (HSE).

The new product will initially be designed for postgraduate level, but will be adaptable to other levels.

The development of a flexible, easily accessible and practice-relevant learning tool for quantitative data analysis and interpretation meets the needs of the Department’s practitioner students, and their employers, who require the rapid application of learning to their practice environment. It is also anticipated that by applying the techniques of data analysis that are learned to practice-relevant material between lectures, the new product will enable staff to improve the level of interaction and quality of face-to-face contact time with students.
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
