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Bursary Regulations 2010/11

The assessment of your eligibility for the Glyndŵr University bursary (which includes the Welsh National Bursary of £329) will be carried out by your local education authority (LEA) when you apply for a tuition fee loan; this data is then submitted to the Student Loan Company (SLC).

Once the assessment has successfully been completed and Glyndŵr University has received all required data from the SLC, your information will be held by Glyndŵr University pending bursary approval which will commence End October/November 2010.

Notification of bursary awarded
You will be notified by letter from Glyndŵr University if you have correctly completed your application and are eligible for the bursary.  The notification will detail the amount awarded and payment dates.

Notification to students will commence November 2010.

Eligibility*
Students are required:
· To be in attendance for the full academic year 2010/11
· To be enrolled on a full time undergraduate course and paying the full fee of £3,290
· To provide all required information to the LEA e.g. household income and consent to share this with Glyndŵr University when applying for financial support.
· Not to be in receipt of a bursary from a public body or scholarship e.g. nursing, social work.
· Available to UK students

Please note if you are not entitled to the Glyndwr Bursary you may still be entitled to the Welsh National Bursary of £329.  You will need to complete the same process of application. Eligibility requires you to be enrolled on a full time undergraduate course, with a household income of less than £18,370.

*If you are assessed as being eligible for the Glyndŵr University bursary the amount awarded will be determined by various factors household income etc.

The submission of application must be received by the local education authority no later than 9 months after the start of the academic year 2010/11, in order for Glyndŵr University to approve the bursary payment no later than the 29th July 2011.

Students will only be entitled to one Glyndwr Bursary.

Student withdrawal, suspension or transfer.
If you withdraw, suspend or transfer to another institute during the current academic year you will not be entitled to the bursary.**
If you change to an ineligible course or mode of study during the current academic year you will be reassessed as ineligible.**

**If you are already in receipt of the Glyndŵr University bursary, Glyndŵr University reserves the right to reclaim the total bursary paid.
